THINGS TO DO in preparation for the start of your program:   

1. Uniforms   

  

Uniforms can be purchased from a uniform retailer of your choice (Ex: Wear N Care – Windsor, ON) and 

can be found online (Ex: Amazon.ca). Uniforms, (olive-green scrubs), will be worn throughout all 16 

months of your education, including your clinical placements. Students are encouraged to double 

check the fit of their uniform—assuring the ability to sit, bend, crouch, and reach, while maintaining 

proper coverage. Iron-on program patches can be purchased from the Campus Bookstore. The patch is 

to be worn on the left-sleeve of the scrub top.   

  

The uniform is to be worn at all times in the lab and while on clinical placements. NO EXCEPTIONS.
